Motivation

So far, the SIM-QSWG has been promoting and realizing a number of workshops, addressing specific topics like ISO 17025 understanding implementation, documentation and assessors training, which included a mock-assessment practice which was regarded as very valuable by the participants as well as the participating laboratory.

Recently we have realised the need for, or at least the usefulness of, a course/ seminar/workshop on how to prepare CMCs,  addressed to those NMI who are planning to submit CMCs and also for those who are planning to get accredited on tests and calibrations.

Now, it is important that a workshop aimed at integrating all the previous learnings focused on the preparation of CMC for publication is necessary for the SIM community especially for those NMI who are now in the process of implemention ISO 17025.

· emphasize on assessment findings  writing  – including non conformities-

· discussion on assessment results and learnings

· discussion on clearance of non conformities and assessment of effectiveness of corrective actions
